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WHAT ARE FOUNDATION RECOGNITION POINTS OR FRP’S?

FRP’s are dollars and cents that can be transferred from one account into another.  They are used to increase the recognition amount of the account that they are transferred into.  You are free to transfer away as many FRP’s that you possess to whomever you choose.

FRP’s can only be transferred into an individual (both non-Rotarian and Rotarian) or a business account (the recognition given to businesses is called a “Certificate of Appreciation”).  They can never be transferred into a club or district account.  They cannot be transferred into the account from which they have accrued.  FRP’s do not expire and can be transferred at any time with the appropriate signature(s) and form (Recognition and Transfer Request Form):  

To transfer FRP’s from the club’s account, the club president’s signature is required.

To transfer FRP’s from the district’s account, the district governor’s signature is required.

To transfer FRP’s from an individual’s account, the account holder’s signature is required.  The club president’s signature will be accepted, if the account holder is not available and the account holder approves of the transfer.  

The FRP’s of a deceased member or one that has left the club and/or Rotary, can also be transferred with the club’s president approval and signature.  However, please note that if the individual should return to the club and/or Rotary and wish to retain use of his FRP’s, the club is responsible for reinstating those points; via an agreement that is satisfactory to both the member and club.

HOW ARE FRP’S EARNED/ACCRUED?

Please note that only gifts designated to the following programs are eligible for FRP’s:

Annual Programs Fund – Share


Polio Plus

World Fund



Polio Plus Partners 


Matching Grants

Gifts made to the Permanent Fund or Rotary International programs are not eligible for FRP’s.

Clubs:

Whenever The Rotary Foundation or TRF, receives a contribution from a rotary club and the club is listed as the donor, then the club earns/accrues FRP’s.  The FRP’s are equal to the amount of the gift that the club has donated.

Example #1:  The Rotary Club of Ohio East sends a contribution of $500 into TRF.  On the “Recognition/Contribution Form” they indicate the donor of the contribution as their club – the R/C of Ohio East.  Because they did not indicate any individuals as donors of this contribution, the club is allocated $500 in FRP’s.

When the club chooses, with the appropriate form (Recognition and Transfer Request Form) and club president’s signature, FRP’s can be transferred to any individual or business that the club chooses.  

Example #2:  Joe Rotary has a recognition amount of $900.  The club wishes to complete Joe’s PHF.  The club president signs the”Recognition and Transfer Request Form” authorizing the transfer of $100 FRP’s.   

This transfer increases Joe’s recognition amount by $100.  Therefore, Joe now has a recognition amount of $1,000 and is now eligible for PHF recognition.

Districts:

See clubs.  Only difference is the district governor’s signature is required.

Individuals:

After an individual becomes a Paul Harris Fellow or PHF, he/she can begin to accrue/earn FRP’s.

Each personal contribution that you make to TRF after becoming a PHF will be credited to your personal recognition amount (this will increase your PHF level) and in addition will earn you FRP’s.  

Please keep in mind that only your personal contributions will accrue points.  Transfers into your account, such as club and district transfers and/or matches or gifts made in your name (any gift that you are not the donor), will not earn/accrue FRP’S; however, they will increase your recognition amount (PHF level).

Example #3:  Joe Rotary is now a PHF (see example #2).  He wishes to make his spouse a PHF.  Joe donates another $1,000 to TRF.  He lists himself as the donor of the gift and his spouse as the recipient.  This gift will increase Joe’s recognition amount by $1,000.  Joe now has a recognition amount of $2,000 and has earned/accrued $1,000 FRP’s.  Joe then transfers his FRP’s to his spouse.

As a result Joe is now a Multiple Paul Harris Fellow or MPHF and is eligible for a one sapphire lapel pin.  His spouse is now a PHF.
Example #4:  Joe Rotary is now a PHF (see example #2).  He wishes to take advantage of his club’s/district’s matching/transfer program to make his spouse a PHF.  The club has agreed to match (or transfer FRP’s)  each member’s contribution dollar for dollar up to $500.  Joe writes a check to TRF for $500.  The club matches the $500.

As a result Joe’s recognition amount increases $500 (this is his personal contribution) from $1,000 to $1,500 and Joe earns/accrues $500 FRP’s (remember only personal contributions can earn/accrue FRP’s).  Joe is not yet eligible for another level of recognition.  However, Joe’s spouse is the recipient of Joe’s personal contribution of $500 and the club’s match of $500. 

RECOGNITION CREDIT TRANSFERS

Transfers can be made from an individual’s recognition amount (this is the amount that is counted towards the donors PHF or Multiple PHF).  However the following criteria has to be met/present in order to do so:

1. The recognition amount of the donor must total less than $1,000.  

Therefore, this transfer can only take place if the donor is not yet a PHF.

2. The signature of the donor must be obtained to authorize the transfer.

3. The transfer must be given to another individual.  

Neither the club nor district can be the recipient of this type of transfer.

Please note that transfers made before the individual donor has become a PHF will not count towards the donors PHF recognition.  The transfer will be debited from the recognition amount.

Example #5:  Joe has a recognition amount of $500.  Joe wishes to transfer $200 of his recognition amount to his spouse.  

Joe completes the transfer request form and returns it to the Rotary Foundation with his signature authorizing the transfer.

As a result of this transfer Joe’s recognition amount has decreased by $200(this is the amount that he transferred to his spouse).  Joe now has a recognition amount of $300 and his spouse has a recognition amount of $200.
